Peter Kiewit Student Entrepreneurial Award
This award is designed to recognize University of Nebraska students who have directed their energies, ideas, and talents toward community and business improvements with the 
creative and innovative use of information technology. This award, accompanied by a cash prize of $2,500, will be given annually by the Board of Regents of the University of Nebraska 
to a University of Nebraska student or to a team of students enrolled in a degree program during the entrepreneurial activities.

Walter Scott Entrepreneurial Business Award
This award is designed to encourage existing businesses with a presence in Nebraska to create partnerships and links with the University of Nebraska in the area of technology. 
The award will be given annually by the Board of Regents of the University of Nebraska. The award winner will receive $10,000 to be used for the promotion and/or creation of multiple 
student work experiences in the fields of information science, technology, and engineering.

Nominations must be received by November 16, 2009.
Applications must by submitted by January 11, 2010.
